SECTION 10.00 - INSURANCE AGAINST AND FINANCIAL

ADJUSTMENT FOR SICKNESS, ACCIDENT AND MATERNITY

SECTION 13 - OFFICES AND APPOINTMENTS

SECTION 14 - OBLIGATIONS OF PARTNERS

Keep proper records of all business transacted by him on behalf of the partnership;

Duly and punctually pay and discharge his separate and private debts and liabilities and keep the partnership's property and the other partners and their respective estates and effects indemnified against the same and against all actions, proceedings, costs, claims and demands in respect thereof.

SECTION 15.00 - MANAGEMENT

Each partner shall have an equal voice in the conduct of the affairs of the partnership.

15.2
All partnership decisions not delegated by the partners shall be made by a majority of the partners present at any meeting of the partners at which a meeting notice has been given and at which a quorum is present but with the following exceptions:-

(i)
Admission of new partners to the partnership shall require the unanimous agreement of all the partners; and 

(ii)
Decisions upon expulsion of a partner which shall require the unanimous agreement of all the partners other than the partner proposed to be expelled;

(iii)

Notice of meetings of partners shall be given to each partner who is capable of attending a meeting and as far in advance of the meeting as circumstances reasonably permit.

SECTION 16.00 - ACTS NOT TO BE DONE WITHOUT CONSENT

No partner shall without the consent of the majority of the other partners:-

Except in the ordinary course of business and for the benefit of the partnership pledge the credit of the partnership or incur any liability or lend any monies on behalf of the partnership;

Make any disbursements out of monies belonging to the partnership for the benefit of a patient exceeding [   ] in amount;

Enter into any bond or become bail or surety for any person or knowingly cause or permit or suffer to be done anything whereby the property of the partnership may be taken in execution or otherwise endangered;

Assign mortgage or charge his share in the partnership or any part thereof or enter into partnership with any other person concerning such share or any part thereof;

(f)
Open any bank account or borrow any money in the name of or for the partnership.

SECTION 17.00 - RETIREMENT ANNUITY SCHEME 

AND LIFE ASSURANCE

Each partner shall effect for his own benefit a [Retirement Annuity Policy under Section 772 of the TCA 1997  as amended for not less than [50%] of the maximum amount permitted by law and it is hereby agreed that no liability will fall upon the remaining partners in respect of supplementing a retired partners pension.

Each partner shall immediately use his best endeavours to effect insurance on his own life in a life office of good repute in a sum of not less than €[
 ] and shall punctually pay all premiums when they fall due and shall do nothing to vitiate the policy.

The goodwill of the partnership shall be deemed to be of nil value on the share of an outgoing partner and the goodwill (if any) in the partnership shall automatically accrue and belong to the continuing partners and no outgoing partner or his estate shall have any claim in respect thereof .

If any motor car belonging to any of the partners is used for the purpose of the partnership business that partner shall be entitled to be reimbursed his expenses.  

SECTION 19.00 - RETIREMENT AND EXPULSION
19.1 
If any party shall:-

(a)
commit any grave breach of this Agreement or shall commit persistent breaches of the Agreement; or


(b)
suffer his/her share in the Partnership to be charged for a separate debt under the Partnership Act 1890 or without the consent of the other Partners or Partner or shall assign, charge or encumber such share or any part thereof; or

(c)
fail to pay any monies owing by him to the Partnership within 60 days of being requesting in writing to do so by the other Partners or Partner; or

(d)
shall be guilty of habitual insobriety or a flagrantly immoral behaviour likely to prejudice the Partnership practice or of any grave breach or persistent breaches of the ethics of the dental profession or of any other behaviour or conduct likely to have a serious adverse effect on the Partnership practice; or

(e)
has his name removed from the Dental Register; or

(f)
absent himself from the partnership practice without proper cause and without the consent of the other Partners or Partner for more then 30 days in any period of 12 months; or

(g)
die or become bankrupt or become of unsound mind.

The other Partners or Partner shall be entitled on notice in writing to him to expel him from the Partnership. 

19.2 If any Partner’s name is erased from any Dental Register he shall automatically be expelled from the Partnership without notice.

19.3 [Upon the death, retirement or expulsion of a Partner the continuing Partners or Partner shall have the option to acquire the outgoing Partner’s share of the Partnership capital and assets (including goodwill) if more then one in equal shares.  In such circumstances the outgoing Partner (hereinafter referred to as “the Outgoing Partner”), his legal personal representatives or assigns shall be entitled to repayment of the amounts (if any) standing to the credit of the capital or loan accounts of the firm as shown on the balance sheet produced for the accounting period ended prior to the date when he becomes an Outgoing Partner less any withdrawals, repayment or drawings together with the proportionate share calculated on the basis of the profit and loss of the accounting period ending next after him/her becoming an Outgoing Partner 

19.3[If during the continuance of the partnership any partner shall die or become bankrupt or become of unsound mind or shall retire or otherwise cease to be a partner (hereinafter referred to "the Outgoing Partner") the Outgoing Partner his legal personal representatives or assigns shall be entitled to repayment of the amounts (if any) standing to the credit of his capital current or loan accounts with the firm as shown on the balance sheet produced for the accounting period ending prior to the date when he becomes an Outgoing Partner less any withdrawals, repayments, or drawings together with a proportionate share calculated on a time basis of the profit or loss for the accounting period ending next after his becoming an outgoing partner.]

19.4 The amount so payable shall be paid in twelve equal instalments at two monthly intervals, the first instalment to be paid within one month of the account being taken for the accounting period ending next after his becoming an outgoing partner.

19.5 The whole of the amount due to an outgoing partner or the balance thereof for the time being remaining unpaid shall be paid on the due dates with interest at the rate of [   ]% per annum and (as the case may be at the annual anniversary thereafter and the amount for the time being outstanding provided always that if default shall be made in the payment of any of the said instalments or any part thereof for the time being remaining unpaid the whole of the outstanding balance shall forthwith become payable and be paid by the continuing partners with interest thereon as aforesaid.

19.6 Subject to  the payment of the sums referred to in Sub-Clause 1 of this Clause, the outgoing partner shall not be entitled to any interest in any of the assets of the partnership and in particular (but not by way of limitation) he shall not be entitled to any interest in work in progress whether or not such work in progress appears in the accounts of the Partnership and neither the Outgoing Partner nor his personal representative shall be entitled to any further share or interest in the assets or goodwill of the partnership or in the profits accruing for any accounting period ending next after his becoming an Outgoing Partner and shall have no claim in respect of the same, the obligations of the other partners being accepted by each of them as full consideration for the acquisition by the continuing partners of any share or interest in the assets, goodwill or profits of the partnership to which the outgoing partner might otherwise claim to be entitled to.

19.7 The continuing partner shall personally enter into a proper covenant to indemnify the Outgoing Partner, his estate, his personal representatives, trustees in bankruptcy or committee against all proceedings, costs, claims and expenses in respect of the Partnership arising after the date when the Outgoing Partner becomes an Outgoing Partner (other than acts or omissions for which the Outgoing Partner was responsible).

If any partner shall give to the other partners [any time following the expiry of five years] following the date of this agreement] not less than six calendar months notice in writing of his retirement expiring on any accounting date he shall retire from the partnership on the expiry of a notice.

19.9 Involuntary Retirement
A partner shall be deemed to retire from the Partnership:-

On the account date next following his 65th birthday;

(ii)
On the expiry of not less than two months notice in writing requiring him to retire given to him by the other partners at a time when by reason of illness, injury or other cause, he is unable to perform his duties as a partner and has been so unable throughout the period of [   ] calendar months immediately preceding the service of the notice or for more than [   ] calendar months during the period of twelve months immediate preceding such service unless before the expiry of such notice he resumed his partnership duties to the reasonable satisfaction of the other partners.

On the service upon him of notice in writing requiring him to retire given by the other partners at any time after he has become of unsound mind.

Upon the death, retirement or expulsion of a Partner the continuing Partner or Partners shall have the option to acquire the Outgoing Partner’s share of the Partnership capital and assets (including goodwill) if more than one in equal shares. If the Continuing Partner or Partners shall give notice as aforesaid exercising the option to acquire the Outgoing Partner’s share of the Partnership assets the provision of the following clause hereof shall apply.  If the Continuing Partners or Partner shall not give such notice the Partnership shall be dissolved on the date of the Outgoing Partner’s death, retirement or expulsion (hereinafter called “the Succession Date”) and on such dissolution the affairs of the Partners shall be wound up on accordance with the provisions of the Partnership Act 1890.]

[19.5
The following provisions shall apply if on the death or retirement or deemed retirement or expulsion of a Partner the Continuing Partners or Partner shall exercise the option hereinbefore contained to acquire the Outgoing Partner’s share of the Partnership assets
(i) The Outgoing Partner’s share of the Partnership capital and assets including goodwill shall vest in the Continuing Partner or Partners if more then one in equal shares with effect from the Succession Date;
(ii) The Outgoing Partner shall not be entitled to any payment in respect of his/her share of the goodwill of the Partnership but shall be entitled to receive in respect of his share of the remaining assets the purchase price equal to the value thereof after deducting therefrom his share of the debts and liabilities of the Partnership at the Succession Date except debts and liabilities in respect of income tax or any claim arising from any wrongful act or remission of the Partners or any of them;
(iii) The value of the Partnership assts other than goodwill shall be agreed between the Outgoing Partner and the Continuing Partners or Partner or in default of such Agreement shall be assessed by a Valuer to be nominated by them on in default of such nomination to be appointed by the President for the time being of the Institute of Chartered Accountants of Ireland in agreeing or assessing the value of any freehold, leasehold or other property belonging to the Partnership account shall be taken of any value attributable to the fact that such property is specially adapted or suitable for use for the purposes of a dental practice but any value attributable to the fact that the property has been used for such purposes shall be ignored.  The expense of any professional valuation shall be borne by the Outgoing Partner and the Continuing Partners or Partner in the proportion in which they were entitled to share in the profits of the practice immediately prior to the  Succession Date:-

(iv) The purchase price together with interest on the amount or a balance thereof for the time being outstanding at the rate of 2% above EURIBOR shall be paid to the Outgoing Partners by the Continuing Partners or Partner within 3 months after the Succession Date.  The liability of the Continuing Partner or Partners if more then one to pay such purchase price together with interest as aforesaid and their liability shall be joint and several;]

19.6 The Outgoing Partner shall deliver to the Continuing Partners or Partner all books of accounts, records, letters and other documents within his possession relating to the partnership practice but during the period of 18 months following the Succession Date the Outgoing Partner or his duly authorised agent shall be permitted to inspect by appointment the books of account, records, letters of the partnership business insofar as they relate to any period proceeding the Succession Date

19.7 The Outgoing Partner shall not and shall procure that no person or company controlled by him shall either alone or jointly, directly or indirectly:-

(a) at any time for a period of 12 months carry on or be engaged, concerned or interested in the practice of dental surgery within one mile of the partnership premises;

(b) at any time during a period of 12 months from the succession date be in competition with the Partnership and seek to canvass from or do business with the existing patients of the Partnership or any person who has been a patient of the Partnership at any time during the period of 12 months prior to the succession date;

(c) at any time during the 12 months from the succession date engage, employ, solicit or contact with a view to the engagement or employment by any person of any employee or person who has been employed or engaged by the Partnership in the 12 months prior to the succession date;

(d) at any time during the period of 12 months from the succession date do or say anything which is harmful to the reputation of the Partnership or which may lead any person to cease to deal with the Partnership on substantially equivalent terms to those previously offered or at all.
It is agreed between the Parties that whilst the restrictions set out in Clause 19.7 are considered fair and reasonable, if it should be found that any of the restrictions be void or unenforceable as going beyond what is fair and reasonable in all the circumstances and if by deleting part of the wording or substituting a shorter period of time where different geographical limits or a more restricted range of activities for any of the periods of time geographical limits or ranges of activities set out in 19.7 it would not be void or unenforceable then there shall be substituted such next less extensive period or limit or activity or such deletions shall be made to render clause 19.7 valid and enforceable. 

19.8 The Outgoing Partner shall sign, execute and do all such documents, deeds,  acts and things as the Continuing Partners or Partner may reasonably request for the purpose of enabling the Continuing Partners or Partner to recover or get in the outstanding assets of the Partnership or for the purposes of appointing a new trustee of any partnership property or for the purposes of conveying, assigning or transferring to the Continuing Partners or Partner any of the partnership property which immediately prior to the Succession Date is vesting in the Outgoing Partner, one of the Partners or in trust for the Partnership.

Notices
Any notice required to be given under this agreement shall be duly given if the same shall be delivered personally to the person to whom the same is intended to be given or left for him at or sent by registered letter to his usual or last known address in Ireland or in the case of a notice to a partner left for him at the office of the partnership.

20.2 
Arbitration
Any dispute between the partners or their respective personal representatives or between one partner and the representatives of another partner as to any matter affecting or relating to the business or the affairs of the partnership shall be referred in accordance with the provisions of the Arbitration Act 1954 to 1998 or any statutory modification or re-enactment thereof for the time being in force to a single arbitrator to be appointed in default of agreement by the President for the time being of the Irish Dental Association.
